・Refrain from going to crowded areas or those with a high risk of infection.
・Refrain from any unnecessary travel to and from other prefectures. 

・Refrain from using eating and drinking establishments without thorough infection control 
measures; use those certified by the Ishikawa COVID-19 Countermeasure System.

・Refrain from having more than four people in the same group eating at the same table.

・Refrain from using eating and drinking establishments that do not comply with requests 
for shorter business hours.

・Reduce the number of employees coming to work through telecommuting and promoting the 
use of vacation days.
・Strongly promote initiatives to reduce human contact, such as staggered work hours and 
bicycle commuting.
・Take measures to prevent infection, such as encouraging ventilation in workplaces and 
staggered lunch breaks, as well as thorough actions to avoid the ‘’3 Cs’’.
・Be careful when moving to new locations such as break rooms, changing rooms and 
smoking areas.
