Dedicated to Sugawara no Michizane,
also known as the “god of learning”,
this shrine is believed to be
established by the Togashi Clan of the
Kaga Province.

The stone monument called “Benkei’s
power stone” still remains today.

The magnificent ginkgo tree that
towers over the precincts of the shrine
is estimated to be 500 years old.
